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at about 136kph. They say that life speeds
up as you get older — must be right because
it sure felt fast to me.

A legacy of driving in the “Mattara”
downpour meant that | spent Friday chasing
a brake master cylinder problem - sticking
out (no brakes!) and then sticking in (brakes
dragging).

The rain had rusted the outside of the
cylinder to the piston. As | started to pull
things apart Trevor “Blue” Osborne
(Tamworth Sporting Car Club), a mate of
Gundy Hunt and Neill Farr, turned up to
help, which he did very professionally being
the proprietor of the Peel Mechanical Centre
in Tamworth — Thanks Blue.

Rain on Saturday morning made it a “wet
track” (no slicks), so many elected not to
play, but some who did, later regretted it,
with a couple of near misses and hits
recorded.

Ask
your newsagent to get it in, it is quarterly and
is distributed by Gordon & Gotch.

A very Formula | style podium took care of
the presentations at the end of the weekend
with bubbly being sprayed everywhere over
the first three cars lined up, many speeches
being made and some further celebrations in

the Clubhouse afterwards.

PART THREE IN A SERIES

PETE GEOGHEGAN

————

Moffat drops a wheel over the edge in vain as Pete twists the GTA completely out of shape at Oran Park.

The death in 2003 of lan "Pete" Geoghegan
robbed Australian motor sport of one of its
most inspiring natural talents and a
wonderful wit with awesome car control.

He was a special race driver who entertained
both in and out of the car with his hilarious
and quick witted remarks delivered with his
trademark stutter and broad grin.

Nicknamed variously Big "Pete" or "Fatty"
(too big to fit into any open wheeler),
Geoghegan was from a famous racing family
that included his older brother Leo, and
father Tom. Their Ashfield car yard was the
first Lotus agency in Australia. In motor
racing in this country in the 60's it was
almost a case of "if Leo didn't get you then
lan would" as the Geoghegan brothers pretty
well dominated the scene.

Leo mostly stuck to single seaters where he
regularly gave the visiting drivers in the
Tasman series a run for their money, but Pete
alternated between Sports Cars and Touring
Cars. He won three Sports Car titles in 1963

and 1965 in a Lotus 23, then again in 1976
in the Laurie O'Neill owned Porsche.

Pete was the first driver to win five Australian
touring car championships. Dick Johnson and
Mark Skaife would match his five but no one
has won more. Pete’s first was in 1964 in a
Cortina, and then four followed consecutively
from '66-'69 in a Ford Mustang. The
Mustang emerged on the local touring car
scene in 1965 in the hands of Norm Beechey
and Bob Jane. Geoghegan acquired a similar
Mustang the following season to reclaim the
touring car title.

The Geoghegan cars always set the
benchmark for presentation, higher than
anyone else. | still recall how the tiny lettering
on their tyres was always highlighted with
white and gold chinagraph pencil, how
spotless their engine bays were, how polished
their paintwork.

As a seventeen year old photographer
completely addicted to the Mustang onslaught

Pete wasn't afraid to take a Ferrari right to the limit.

I snuck into the esses where no photographers
let alone teenage spectators who hadn’t even
paid to get into Warwick Farm were supposed
to go. It was a special place | would haunt for
many years. Why? Because you could stand
within inches as Beechey, Geoghegan and Jane
screamed by in their V8 muscle cars, separated
from them only by the Armco railing | was
resting my camera on to catch them hurling
past in a dogfight of roaring engines,
squealing tyres, paint swapping, negative
camber angles and a blast of hot exhaust
fumes. Whilst Beechey was my hero and had
been the Mustang innovator, even then in my
teens | had to reluctantly admit to myself that
it was Geoghegan and his mechanics who
turned their pony grill into the one that usually
led the field.

For the 1967 season,
Geoghegan replaced his original
Mustang with the improved GTA
model. He took delivery of it as
an automatic road car, but
legendary racecar builder John
Sheppard used all the tricks
available at the time to create
one of Australia’s most
successful touring cars. It
claimed 89 wins from 144 starts,
and was only recently fully
restored to racing condition,
selling at auction for $320,000.

Oran Park began to increasingly gain favour
with racers and spectators in NSW, drawing
larger ever crowds as the ARDC capitalised on
the popularity of the Australian Mustangs.
Although I can't ever recall Beechey or Jane
racing there an overseas “villain” Allan
Moffat was only too happy to take his red
Trans-Am there, well and truly earning his
modest appearance money with battle after
close fought battle with Pete. Initially Moffat
had huge spins, Pete nearly always won, and
the crowds roared with delight.

Although he didn't win another title,
Geoghegan was a major player in the
Championship in the early 70's and his victory
over Allan Moffat at Bathurst on Easter
Monday in 1972 is still regarded by those
who saw it, as the greatest race ever run in
this country. That is a BIG call!

By this stage Pete was running a Falcon GT,
trying to do with the Ford what Stormin’
Norman had done with the Monaro. In this
epic race the lead changed countless times,
but Geoghegan, in his fast but cantankerous
630 horsepower Falcon, finally beat his great
rival and friend in his Coca-Cola Mustang after
13 spellbinding laps around the mountain.

On the track Geoghegan and Allan Moffat
were the fiercest of rivals, but at Bathurst in
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him on film chucking it down through the
“Dipper” on three wheels. Take it from me,
there was nothing quite like a V12 Ferrari on
full song in the mountains with Pete not
sparing the revs!

One of the best Geoghegan stories was when
he was at Phillip Island in Laurie O'Neill's
Porsche 935, and leading a race comfortably
when rain began to fall. He switches on the
wipers . . . nothing. The rain intensifies. He
does another lap or so and reluctantly pulls
